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Annual Scripture Seminar 

The Texas Catholic Conference has hosted the Scripture Seminar for 26 years. The Seminar was hosted in Austin, Texas for its first 25 years. Last year, Cardinal DiNardo requested that the Seminar take place at St. Mary's Seminary in Houston of the Archdiocese of Galveston-Houston’s Year of the Bible activities. The 27th Annual Scripture Seminar will be held at the Oblate School of Theology in San Antonio, Texas. It is the wish of the Texas Bishops that this event be held, in alternating years, in Houston and San Antonio to facilitate the participation of seminarians and people who live throughout the state.
This Seminar is intended as a week of intensive scripture study for those with intermediate to advanced scripture knowledge.  Nationally recognized speakers are selected for the Seminar, and all speakers are approved by the local ordinary.

The seminar has traditionally provided Catholic clergy with an opportunity to study and reflect on scripture to assist with the preparation of preaching for the upcoming liturgical year.  Over the years, an increasing number of lay faithful have taken an interest in the Seminar. Now, Catholic School teachers, Directors of Religious Education, liturgists, and others in ministry attend the Seminar to continue their on-going formation.  

The 27th Annual Scripture Seminar will be held at the Oblate School of Theology in San Antonio, Texas, on October 18-21, 2010. This year's seminar, titled "The Long Road to the Pneumatology of John - The Holy Spirit: From Genesis to John" will feature guest speakers Rev. George T. Montague, S.M., S.Th.D., a professor at St Mary's University and author of over twenty books on both the scholarly and popular level, and Rev. Juan Alfaro, S.S.L., an author and teacher at local colleges and universities in San Antonio who also conducts biblical workshops in 45 dioceses.
